There was a clear winner of the Linden Hills
logo contest at the Festival. Over 200 neighbors
stopped by the LHiNC table to make their selec-
tion from almost 30 choices.  

The design, submitted by Linden Hills
resident Brent Stickels, is inspired by William
Berry’s iconic photo of the PCC streetcar.
Stickels notes that it “incorporates modern
typography with classic elements like the
shield shape, poster-style illustration, and the
future-forward design of the PCC car”.

The logo won the most votes last fall at the
town hall meeting, and it won the votes of both
residents and non-residents at the Festival.
The LHiNC Communications committee will
meet this month to determine how to imple-
ment use of the new logo.

There is a single online process to register NNO events and apply to
close your street. If you want to close your street for your event, you

will need permission of 75 percent of your neighbors to be approved for
street closure. Please have their names and addresses with you when you apply.
(You do not need their signatures.) Get started at www.ci.minneapolis.mn.us/nno.
If you donÕt have Internet access or you prefer to speak to someone, you can 
register your event and apply for street closure by calling 311 (or 612.673.3000).

LHiNC is focusing on identifying block club leaders in order to create a block
contact list. The organization plans to use the list to quickly pass on info about
safety and other neighborhood issues. LHiNC board members will be visiting
block parties to meet block leaders and build the contact list.

It was done by creating disposal stations
with separate containers for trash,
compostables, and recyclables. Each
station was monitored by volunteers 
to help folks dispose of stuff in the
appropriate container. Festival planners
made minor adjustments in the pur-
chase of supplies and food service so
that everything would be compostable
(e.g., corn-based spoons, bulk condi-
ments instead of individual packets,
paper wrapped hot dogs instead of foil,
no lids for hot cups, etc.).

August 15: LHiNC Buckthorn ‘Bargain’ Bust Day
Sponsored by LHiNC Environment Committee & Trees by Forrest
Buckthorn is an invasive plant that is talking over our parkland, lakeshores, and yards, crowding
out native plants and trees. It is one of the most invasive species found in Minnesota.

WHAT: A crew from Trees by Forrest will come to your yard, remove the buckthorn, and grind out
the stump. You do not have to be at home.

WHEN: Saturday, August 15 (exact time for your property TBD depend on number of participants)

WHO: Linden Hills residents are eligible to have their property included in this event. The buck-
thorn must be trees, shrubs, or hedges that are difficult for the homeowner to remove. 

COST: Sliding fee depending on the amount of buckthorn in your yard ($50–$150); determined
before August 15 through an on-site visit. The Environment Committee is paying about half the
removal cost.

TO APPLY: A limited number of spaces for the Buckthorn Bargain Bust are available on a first
come, first served basis. If you are interested, call Constance Pepin at 612.922.1253 or send her
an email at cpepin@bitstream.net. Space is limited, apply as soon as possible! (Payment will be
collected once the schedule for removal has been confirmed by Trees by Forrest, before the event
on August 15.)

City Considers Street Lighting Fee
Two meetings were held in July for the public to comment on a proposed change in the way
the City pays for the operation of thousands of streetlights throughout Minneapolis.
Currently, the $3 million a year needed to keep the street lights on in the city comes from
the general fund, which gets around 20 percent of its money from the State of Minnesota’s
local government aid. However, because Governor Pawlenty recently cut $21.3 million from
the aid the City of Minneapolis was slated to receive in 2010, City leaders are now looking
for other ways to keep basic City services funded. 

One option being considered is a street lighting operations fee for all property owners. This
fee would be minimal, with the typical single-family property owner paying around $20 a
year. Before any such fee could be assessed, the City’s ordinance would need to be
changed to allow such funding.
