located at the south end of Lake
Calhoun in the early 1800s. Syd Beane
and Lisa Ferguson, descendents of the
people of Cloudman’s Village, are pre-
senting an initiative to bring the history
and culture of Mdewakanton Dakota
people into our community in a mean-
ingful way. They would like to begin
with a process of designating the loca-
tion of the village as a historic site in
the city of Minneapolis. LHiNC has
invited them to share their interests
with our community at the April board
meeting. Possible projects could
include an event at the archery range,
interactive signage that would include
some Dakota language, a traditional
gardening activity, and a possible
sculpture or monument to recognize
the village. 

Join us to hear their presentation and
participate in the discussion. Light
refreshments will be served.

Development Potential at 43rd & Upton

Mark Dwyer, a Linden Hills resident and current president of the Linden
Hills Business Association, is proposing to redevelop the NW corner 
of 43rd and Upton. This means the existing Famous Dave’s and Edward

Jones structures would be replaced by a new, multi-story, mixed-use building. 
It would likely include underground parking, retail/restaurants on the ground level
and residential or offices on upper floors. 

The proposed project is being developed through a collaborative approach of
openness and dialogue with the neighborhood. Dwyer lives and works in Linden
Hills and has begun a series of informal discussions with area residents and business
owners about the proposed scope of the project, including guiding principles and
outcomes for the project.  

The first informal community discussion with about 25-30 local residents and business
owners took place on February 19. Moving forward, a more formal process organized
by the Linden Hills Neighborhood Council (LHiNC) will take place and be open
to the public with meeting details promoted in advance. Visit the LHiNC website
at www.lindenhills.org for more information and to sign up for updates through
the e-newsletter.

Summer Road Construction for 44th Street & Xerxes Avenue
Larry Matsimoto from Minneapolis Public Works attended the March LHiNC Board meeting

with an update about planned road construction this summer. Xerxes Avenue (between
Lake Calhoun Parkway and 50th Street) and 44th Street (between France and Upton

Avenues) will be “resurfaced” starting in July. Resurfacing grinds down the top layer
of asphalt and adds a new layer, extending the life of the roadway. The project is a less-

intrusive method of road maintenance, and it is expected to last under two weeks.

Property owners along these streets will be assessed for a portion of the project cost and the City will
send letters with more information to owners. A project community meeting will be scheduled for early
June when City officials will answer questions and hear feedback. See the next Linden Hills Line for
information about the community meeting.

The Future of Food
Services at Lake Harriet
The Park Board has been reviewing
food services provided at Lake Harriet.
The Planning Committee of the Park
Board recently voted to establish a
Citizens Advisory Committee (CAC),
whose scope still needs to be defined
but which will inform this process of
new food and beverage offerings.
