Linden Hills Co-op
Plans Expansion 
Fundraising continues

As of early January, Linden
Hills Co-op reported member
loan commitments totaling

over $1 million of the $1.5 million
necessary to finance their move to
Sunnyside Avenue. According to
general manager Luke Schell, ÒThis
is remarkable progress and we are
happy to report that we have fulfilled
the first contingency of our lease
agreement. We now have a signed
letter of commitment from PeopleÕs
Bank, but additional member
financing is critical to secure these
funds and make the Co-opÕs reloca-
tion and expansion move forward.Ó
The remaining $500,000 must be
raised by January 31, 2010. For

Weighing Changes at Lake Harriet Band Shell
The Lake Harriet Community Advisory Committee (CAC) is recommending
that the Minneapolis Park & Recreation Board (MPRB) expand concessions
at Lake Harriet Band Shell by improving the existing facility, instead of put-
ting up a new building. MPRB is planning changes at the Band Shell in
order to boost revenue from concession sales. The committee presented its
recommendations in January and the Park Board makes the final decision.

Energy Saver Rebates
Available  
MinnesotaÕs Federal Stimulus
Funding for energy efÞciency
upgrades is now available for home-
owners across the state including
Linden Hills.  

The stimulus funding is in the form
of an ÒEnergy Saver RebateÓ and is
offered through participating
Minnesota Housing lenders, such as
the Center for Energy and Environment.
Only borrowers who access
Minnesota HousingÕs Fix-Up Fund
loan are eligible for the rebate.  

The ÒEnergy Saver RebateÓ offers a
35% rebate for all qualifying energy
improvements, with a maximum
rebate of $10,000. Qualifying
improvements include windows,
doors, insulation, water heater, heat-
ing and cooling. Improvements must
meet certain energy-efÞciency criteria
to be eligible for the rebate.

Linden Hills Co-op hosted a mem-
ber design forum on January 5, at
which a preliminary interior design
was presented for comment by
store designer Robert Gorski. The
Co-op will apply for LEED certifica-
tion and follow LEED guidelines for
existing buildings as the interior
and exterior design phase proceeds.
The Co-op is also looking at ways
to encourage the use of alternative
transportation by both staff and
shoppers, and plans to extend exist-
ing green space on West 44th Street
and around the perimeter of the
building and parking area.
